2. She is � All Genuine, Born-Again, Disciples of Jesus Christ, since the Day of Pentecost  

       (see Acts 2; Colossians 1:25-29; Eph. 1:13-14; 3:6 [read verses 1-10 for context]) 
 
   She is the world-wide Body of Christ, since that Day… all around the world… until Christ comes back. (1 Cor. 12:12-13) 
 
 

3. She is visibly expressed as the “local church” 

    
    What makes up a local church?  [ � Disciples of Jesus Christ… real, genuine, born-again followers of Jesus Christ] 
      - “Equipping” Leadership/Eldership  (Eph. 4:11-16; 1 Timothy 3:1-7; Titus 1:5-9; 1 Timothy 5:17-18; 1 Thess. 5:12-13) 
      - Those not in leadership/eldership (i.e. “the saints” � see Eph. 4:11-12) 
      - Loyalty to Christ, One Another, to the leadership... (Acts 20:28-31; 1 Peter 5:1-4; Hebrews 13:7,17) 
 
     She is more like a “family” than anything else (i.e. “God’s Household” – 1 Timothy 3:14-15; Eph. 2:11-22). 
 
 

4. What SHE is NOT…: 

        Some sort of human organization or invention of human thinking or concepts… 
        Not a business, corporation, non-profit corporation/association…
